Norway
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	The level II network in Norway consists of 8 plots: vegetation surveys are carried out on all plots by a team consisting of one botanist and one technician. 
Methodology
At every plot, there are 10 squares, each 1 m2, divided into 25 20x20 cm sub-squares, systematically placed around the 0.1 ha core area. In the plot area surrounding the core area, 40 squares of 1 m2 are placed so that the distance between each square is equal. Further out are five 70 m2 quadrates. The total sampling area thus makes up the 400 m2 of the Common Sample Area. In each square, the % cover of all vascular plants, bryophytes and lichens is noted. The survey is carried out during June and July. The plots are not fenced.
