The main themes for this meeting are the status of deposition data, the production of aggregated data for the ICP Forests database and especially data evaluations based on the (European) data. A wish to bring more science into our meetings is now being tried and evaluated at this meeting. This supports the process we started last year (and continue this year) in ICP Forests Task Force, that was accompanied by a scientific conference presenting studies that have been using ICP Forests data. In the EP meeting we'll concentrate on the studies that have used, are using, or are planning to use, mainly international level deposition data. Therefore, we need your input to make this meeting a success. I include here a list of ongoing deposition data evaluations (Figure 1) that I am aware of at this moment. If you have ongoing data analysis that is not listed here let me know. 

If you plan to come to Slovenia and if you are at the moment using (or planning to use) deposition data, I would encourage you to present your ideas and results in our meeting. Studies using international level data have priority this time. But if not enough international level evaluations are ongoing, also national studies have a chance to be presented. Further we can discuss in the meeting if these national level studies could be expanded into an international level evaluation.
